There is a buffet lunch on board. The boat will arrive at Luang Say Lodge before sunset for overnight stop.
Dinner is served at terrace overlooking the Mekong River.

The boat has a stop at Ban Baw to observe the
processing traditional rice alcohol. Lunch is again served on board, then the boat cruise to Kamu Village.
The boat will arrived at 14h00pm in Kamu Lodge for the check in. In the afternoon you may choose to
participate in the different activities. You will be rewarded with a very original Lao experience.
